V. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF
THE FOUNDATION MEMBERS.
TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP
IN THE FOUNDATION.

5.1. Citizens of Ukraine, foreign citizens,
stateless persons over 18 years old, as
well as legal entities regardless of their
ownership, residents and non-residents of
Ukraine can be members of the
Foundation.

5.2. Enterprises, institutions, and
organizations financed from the budget
cannot be members of the Foundation.
5.3. The decision to grant membership in
the Foundation shall be made by the
Board of the Foundation and approved by
the Meeting of the Foundation Members
on the basis of the individual’s application
in writing and a decision of a legal entity
in writing, duly adopted and executed.
Legal entities that have become members
of the Foundation shall participate in the
work of the Foundation through their
authorized representatives.

5.4. Membership in the Foundation may
be terminated:

- on a voluntary basis, namely upon
submission of the individual’s application
in writing and a decision of a legal entity
in writing, duly adopted and executed, to
the Board of the Foundation.

- by decision of the Meeting for non-
compliance with the statutory
requirements or actions discrediting the
activities of the Foundation.

- the founders of the Foundation, who are
also members of the Foundation, shall
cease to be members of the Foundation on
the general grounds stipulated herein.
